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Hi there, Welcome to Montessori School of Casper.  

I hope youõve all had a great summer.  Weõre ready to 

get our school year off to a great start!  

The activities get started on Saturday the 21st of 

August.  As you all know weõre a Parent Coop which 

means the parents take care of some of the upkeep at 

school.  Two Saturdays a year we have a Work Day 

involving outside touch ups and some easy repairs.  On 

the 21st weõll be cleaning out the rain-gutters, clean-

ing the outside of the windows, picking up the trash 

around the school, spreading out the new mulch under 

the playground equipment, and a few other odd jobs.  

Work days are for adults and you do get volunteer 

hours for helping out.  If enough people show it may 

only take a couple of hours. See you at 8:00AM.  

 

On Monday, August 23rd at 6:30 there will be a 

Parent Evening at the school.  Weõll be talking a bit 

about Montessori philosophy and what parents should 

expect the first few weeks of school.  Although this 

is mainly for new parents, the wisdom and experience 

of our veteran parents is comforting to new parents 

so we hope to see many of you there.  

 

Tuesday, August 24th anytime between 10:00 ð 

2:00 drop in for Orientation. At this time the chil-

dren will find out where their coat hooks and drawers 

are, meet some of the new students, see old friends, 

and bring their boxes, plants and drawstring bags with 

brushes and combs.  There are many papers which 

parents are required to sign on this day.  This is a 

very important day for students.  Returning students 

get a chance to check out the new classroom arrange-

ment.  New students become more secure about being 

starting the next day.  
 

Wednesday the 25th new students will come to 
school from 9:00 ð 10:00.  Thursday theyõll come 
from 9:00 ð 10:30, on Friday from 9:00 ð 11:00.  
They will get a few individual lessons, learn about sit-
ting together, getting in a line, having snack, how the 
classroom works, and about arrival and dismissal.  It 
makes the following week less overwhelming.  
 
On Monday, August 30th regular school hours be-
gin. Arrival will be from 8:00 ð 8:15.  Half day 
students are dismissed from 12:00 ð 12:15.  Ex-
tended day students are dismissed from 3:00 ð 
3:15.  An adult will get your child out of the car in 
the morning and put them back into the car when itõs 
time to go home.  Please stay in your car and let your 
child have only one separation to handle.  If you have 
questions write them down or call the office.  If you 
have messages during arrival please put them on a 
piece of paper.  Your message is important to us and 
we cannot be expected to remember 29 messages.  
 
The Fall General Meeting is on the first day of 
school. (Monday the 30th at 6:30) This is a  
mandatory business meeting where any changes to 
budget will be voted on and some of the school poli-
cies will be discussed.  Child care will be available at 
the school for $2.00/hour/child.  
 
It is important to your child and to the other  
28 children that youõre on time in the morning.  

Our day starts as soon as weõre in the building.  There 
are Grace and Courtesy lessons in the morning which 
often set the tone for the day.  These lessons are not 
interrupted because I want all the childrenõs atten-
tion.  If your child arrives during these lessons they 
will sit in the office until the lesson is over.  The les-
son is usually something they need to know to be suc-
cessful that day.    
 
Please send any apparel your child might need to be 
warm and dry outside with them in the morning.

All children will need to bring the following items on 
Orientation Day:  

§  A non-poisonous plant in a container they can easily 
reach up over their heads to lift off a window sill and 
carry to a table.  It must have a saucer, their name 
on the outside of the pot and be easy to care for.  

§  Labeled plastic shoe box with a labeled change of 
clothes inside.  Each item (yes even both socks and 
underwear need to be labeled)  

§  A small labeled drawstring bag with a small labeled 
brush and comb inside.  

§  Children who stay for Daycare need to bring:  
§  A second labeled plastic shoe box with another  

labeled change of clothing.  
§  A labeled plastic bag with a zipper (plastic so it can 

be cleaned if necessary) containing a small travel 
sized pillow and a small blanket for napping.  Please 
label the pillow case and blanket.  

§  Children who stay for lunch, either in the classroom 
or in daycare need:  

§  A regular lunch box sized, cleanable, labeled lunch 
box.  The big cooler type boxes donõt fit on our 
shelves. 

§  If you have sandwich containers or other containers 
you should be sure your child can open and close 
them.  Practice with them.  

§  Please donõt send a drink.  The children set the  
tables and pour filtered water.  

§  Lunches should be healthy.   
I donõt recommend lunchables.   

§  No candy!!!!! 
§  All items will be put on a plate or in a bowl so make it 

easy for your child to be independent when setting up 
their lunch.  

§  Metal flip top containers are very hard for the  
children to open.  Most of the contents usually end  
up on the floor.  

§  Donõt send your silver wear, your childõs favorite 
spoon, or a napkin.  Part of the process is learning 
how to set the table and we have everything they 
need. 

§  Remember their brain needs nourishment to work in 
the afternoon.  

§  Plan ahead!  Lunch is about whatõs good for your child 
not what is most convenient.  

§ Please leave toys in the car or at home.    
 
Once in awhile your child may have an educational item 
they wish to share with the other children.  Please be 
sure they can explain about it themselves.  The item 
may come on Friday morning.  Remember òonce in 
awhileó.  We only have time to show a few items. 

 

When it is one of your weeks to send snack a shopping 
list will be sent home with your child the week before.  
The snack items should come in bulk because the  
children prepare snack.  The list will also contain two 
bouquets of flowers for flower arranging.   
Snack is prepared first thing in the morning so it 
needs to arrive with your child on Monday morning.  
 
On the weeks you have snack you are also responsible 
for making sure the sidewalks and a path from the 
parking lot is shoveled before school starts.  There is 
an adult sized shovel at school.  The staff arrives at 
7:30.  If you need to shovel earlier youõll need to bring 
your own shovel.  
 
If anyone has a truck with a plow and would like to vol-
unteer to plow the school parking lot on snowy days you 
would be the staffõs hero!  Call the office. 
 
When itõs your childõs birthday please bring  
the following:  

§ One picture for each year of their life.  We have a 
time line the pictures are put in so they can be 
viewed all morning.  The picture should be of an 
activity they may remember doing so they could 
tell the other children about it.  For example; 
maybe they caught their first fish while they were 
four and you have it captured in a picture.  

§ A treat such as a cookie or cupcake.  One for each 
person at school.  (33 in all ð adults are included)   
It should come with your child at arrival.  

 
As your childõs Guide I am responsible for making sure 
your child gets the lessons they are ready for and for 
providing them with a safe and nurturing environment.  
As school parents it your responsibility to read the  
information we send home, get your child to school on 
time, send your child with whatever youõre responsible 
for each day, help out when and where you can and  
attend school functions. Children who have involved  
parents are more secure, more confident, do better in 
school and make better choices in their lives.    
 
The handbook that is passed out at orientation has 
most of the answers to your questions.
